1. Provide a loving, safe, and secure home for your adopted Sheltie.

2. Maintain the health of your Sheltie with a proper diet, medical care, grooming, dental care, exercise, and environmental conditions.

3. Go to dog training classes, if possible, especially if you feel your dog has or develops a behavior problem.

4. Always house your Sheltie inside the house.

5. Feed your Sheltie a healthy dog food such as Science Diet, Bil-Jac, Iams, Nature’s Recipe, or other similar premium or vet recommended food.

6. Provide any medical care recommended by your veterinarian including annual vaccines, annual check-up, heartworm testing and regular heartworm prevention  medication?

7. Regularly groom your Sheltie including brushing, occasional baths as needed, and weekly nail clipping to avoid health problems that can be caused by overly long nails?
